SCORM® Version 1.2 to SCORM 2004 Meta-data XSLT Version 1.0

Introduction

The SCORM Version 1.2 to SCORM 2004 Meta-data Extensible Stylesheet Transformation (XSLT), hereafter referred to as the SCORM Meta-data XSLT, provides the rules to transition a SCORM Version 1.2 conformant meta-data XML file to meet the current SCORM 2004 Meta-data Conformance Requirements.  After applying the SCORM Meta-data XSLT (via the ADL XML Transformer or comparable tool) to a SCORM Version 1.2 Meta-data record, it is recommended that the transformed file be validated using the latest SCORM 2004 Conformance Test Suite.  Testing is required due to specific changes between SCORM Version 1.2 and SCORM 2004 Meta-data that the SCORM Meta-data XSLT cannot handle.  See the “Additional Information” section below for details.  Upon receiving a successful testing outcome, the updated Meta-data file is ready for use in a SCORM 2004 environment.

The initial SCORM Meta-data XSLT was contributed by Brendon Towle of NETg.  The ADL Technical Team would like to thank Brendon for his ongoing support.

Additional Information

The SCORM Meta-data XSLT was tested using the ADL XML Transformer in conjunction with SCORM Version 1.2 conformant Meta-data files.  Additional information on the constraints of XSLTs in general and the SCORM Meta-data XSLT is listed below:


· If extensions were used in the original SCORM Version 1.2 Meta-data file, the SCORM Meta-data XSLT will not include the namespace declaration in the transformed file.  This will cause non-conformance due to validation errors.  To handle this issue, simply copy the extension namespace declaration(s) from the original file to the transformed file. 

· The SCORM Meta-data XSLT requires a SCORM Version 1.2 conformant Meta-data file.  The input file(s) must have been tested in the SCORM Version 1.2 Conformance Test Suite prior to the application of the SCORM Meta-data XSLT.

· This XSLT was only used and tested in the ADL XML Transformer.  It is expected that the XSLT will behave equally in any comparable tool.
· The date time bindings were changed to duration, a period of time, between SCORM Version 1.2 and SCORM 2004.  The SCORM Metadata XSLT will not convert to the new format.  This must be done manually.
