FY 01 Call for ADL Prototype Proposals

The JOINT Orlando Advanced Distributed Learning Co-Laboratory  (JOINT ADL Co-Lab) is seeking proposals from military organizations for ADL prototypes.   For FY 01 (in October 2000), we are interested in prototypes in the following areas:

· Medical

· Job Performance Support

· Use of Gaming and Entertainment Technologies

There will be a two-stage process for the selection of the prototypes.  In the first stage, White Papers will be submitted and reviewed.  Based on this initial review, proposers will be asked to develop and submit additional information via technical proposals.  Final FY 01 prototypes will be selected through the review of these proposals. The JOINT ADL Co-Lab will work with each of the prototypes selected.  

Criteria for Selection

Interservice Participation:  Prototypes must be supported by interservice/joint teams.  Each project should have a lead from one of the services or agencies.  Team members should be selected based on their ability to contribute to the project accomplishment.

Leveraging of Resources:  Prototypes should demonstrate leveraging of resources (cost-sharing from other programs or cost-sharing with industry, academia, or other government organizations).

Support of ADL “ilities”:  Prototypes should support the desired ADL end-state factors:  adaptability, accessibility, interoperability, durability, and reusability.

Use of SCORM:  Prototypes must employ the Sharable Courseware Object Reference Model (SCORM).  Demonstrated knowledge of and experience with the SCORM is a plus.

Implementation:  Plans for use of the prototype, along with an estimate of the number of users, are required.

Value:  Prototypes should identify cost-benefit value (cost avoidance, savings, and benefits in terms of improved readiness, safety, or operations).

There is no set dollar amount awarded for each prototype.  However, prototypes that require a lesser financial investment from the JOINT Co-Lab will be given priority over those that require significant funding.  This call for proposals is limited to military activities. Military organizations are encouraged to partner with industry and academia.  Separate proposals from industry and academia are not being sought at this time.  

White papers should be submitted using the format below and should be no longer than two pages.  White Papers must be received by October 9, 2000 and should be sent electronically to kowalskiss@navair.navy.mil.  If you have any questions, they may also be addressed to kowalskiss@navair.navy.mil.   All prototypes must employ the SCORM and be demonstrated in Plugfest events.
